Administrative Withdrawal Policy

Students whose emotional and/or psychological distress or substance use is so severe that they
are unable to adequately participate in the academic environment, present a danger to self or
others, are unable to adequately care for themselves, or are engaging in substance abuse
requiring extensive treatment or hospitalization may be involuntarily withdrawn from the
College for a minimum of six months. An administrative withdrawal constitutes a complete
withdrawal from all courses, and a grade of “W” is recorded on the academic transcript.
Administratively withdrawn students may not seek counseling or other support services from the
College after withdrawal.

Tuition refunds for administrative withdrawals will be considered according to the College’s
refund policy; however, exceptions will be evaluated.
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
